
What Should You Know About the California Air Re source Board  
O�-Road Diesel Vehicle Regulation  

 
 
 What Is The Objective Of The California Air Resource Board (CARB) O� -Road Diesel Vehicle Regulation?  
The objective of the regulation is to reduce NOX and PM emissions from o�-road in-use diesel powered mobile 
equipment beyond what could be achieved by historical turnover. 
 
 How Will Emissions Be Reduced?  
• Replace higher emitting vehicles with cleaner new or used vehicles; 
• Repower or rebuild to higher emission standard; 
• Add retro�t emission controls; 
• Convert to alternative fuels like natural gas; 
• Replace with electric powered equipment performing same function; 
• Retire the vehicle from service in California. 
 
 Who Does The California Air Resource Board (CARB) O� -Road Diesel Vehicle Regulation Apply To?  
All self-propelled o�-road diesel vehicles over 25 horsepower used in California, except personal use vehicles, 
vehicles used solely for agriculture, vehicles that are awaiting sale (rental vehicles are not exempt), vehicles 
covered by the cargo-handling rule, or vehicles which can only be moved on rail.  
 
 What Requirements Are Currently in E�ect and Being Enforced?  
•  BUYING Tier 0 Vehicles is Prohibited –  Tier 0 vehicles are vehicles produced without an emission  

standard, generally before 1996.  
• IDLING is Limited to 5 Minutes  –Exceptions for vehicles that need to idle to perform work or vehicles  

being serviced, or in a queue waiting for work. 
• WRITTEN Idling Policy – Medium and large �eets (those with over 2,500 horsepower of o� -road  

diesel vehicles) must have a written idling policy. 
• SELLING Any O� -road Diesel Vehicle – The seller must provide disclosure of the regulation on the bill  

of sale or invoice, with the exact language provided in the regulation, and keep records for three years.  
• REPORTING and LABELING Vehicles  – Currently in e�ect for all �eets, except small �eets, 2,500  

horsepower.  Deadline for reporting is August 1, 2009.
